Spending 4 nights in Ponta Delgada and 3 nights in Furnas on a B&B basis
gives you the freedom to really get the most from your holiday and to soak up local life.

Car Hire

for comparing rental deals. We highly recommend that you pre-book your hire car so that it is ready to
collect on arrival, and to do this as early as possible if you are visiting the island between May and August
to help ensure you get your first choice of vehicle.

Our sales team would also be happy to provide you with a quote for car hire through our preferred
partner, Zest Car Rental. If you choose to arrange your hire car through KE, you would benefit from
financial protection of your full holiday package.

Special Diets

Food & Water

Water from the taps is perfectly drinkable on this holiday - please use this to fill your personal bottles for
your daily activities. We do not encourage the purchase of single-use plastic bottles.

The food in the Azores has a Portuguese and Mediterranean flavour, but is more rustic and hearty than
its mainland counterparts. The Azorean cuisine includes dishes such as kale soup, with chunks of potato
and sausage and pot roast style dishes baked with tomatoes, onion and garlic. Seafood is a large part of
the diet as well, which is expected in such a location. Very sweet desserts are found on the menu in
between ones made with pineapple which is grown locally. A speciality is the dough balls rolled in sugar
and have a similarity to doughnuts (yum!). The islands also make their own wine and gin!

Accommodation

We have hand-picked two excellent family-run hotels for this trip, both chosen for their fantastic
locations and warm hospitality. You will spend 4 nights in the 2-star Hotel Alcides in the heart of Ponta
Delgada's historic centre, whose well-reputed restaurant is popular with locals and visitors alike. You will
also spend 3 nights at the 3-star Vista do Vale on the eastern side of the island in Furnas, situated close
to the famous botanical gardens and hot springs of Parque Terra Nostra. The hotel also has a swimming
pool and a lovely terrace - perfect for unwinding after a day exploring. Both accommodations are on a
bed and breakfast basis, allowing you the flexibility to enjoy the many fantastic restaurants on the island.

It is also possible to arrange additional nights' accommodation if you would like to enjoy this magnificent
island a little longer - just ask our Sales Team for details.

During high season you may be booked into an alternative accommodation of a similar standard in the
area.

A passport with 6 months remaining validity at the end of your stay is generally required, and you should
have at least 2 blank pages for each country that you visit.

It is your responsibility to ensure that you have the correct travel documents including vaccinations
and health certificates (see Health & Vaccinations below), and visas for your holiday. Please ensure that
you check the FCDO for the latest advice for each country visited before travel.

GHIC / Medical cover

UK residents should carry a free Global Health Insurance Card (GHIC). This entitles you to state provided
medical treatment when you're visiting an EU country or Switzerland. This is not a substitute for medical
travel insurance which is vital when travelling overseas.

Severe Allergies

Please inform our KE Sales and Support team of any severe allergies you may have before travel. We will
always do our best to help but we are unable to guarantee an allergy free environment on our KE trips.
We advise that you always carry your own treatment for the allergy with you such as ‘adrenaline auto-
injectors' if required. We also recommend that you discuss this with your accommodation on arrival so
that they can better assist you.

Preparing for your Holiday

The advantage of a self-guided walking holiday is that you decide the pace however getting some
additional exercise before coming on an active holiday makes a lot of sense. The fitter you are, after all,
the more enjoyable your walks will be. You should be comfortable with walking 3 to 4 hours for
consecutive days.

Climate

The Azores are situated in the middle of the Atlantic, so the weather is changeable! However, as the
islands benefit from the warmth of the Gulf Stream, temperatures remain mild and moderate
throughout the year. During the summer months the temperatures tend to range from 15-30 degrees
centigrade, with the majority of days being sunny, and it can also be quite humid at this time. In the late
spring and early autumn the temperatures are slightly cooler and there is a higher chance of rain.
Temperatures rarely ever fall beneath 10 degrees centigrade, and rainy days can occur across all
seasons. It is not uncommon to experience a mixture of weather in the same day at any time of year,
rather like in many places in the UK, so it is always best to be prepared with warm and waterproof layers
and appropriate footwear.



Travel Aware
